Pre-Meeting/Technical Session: “Validating Process Capability Statistics”

With the popularity and growth of Six Sigma, the use of process capability and performance statistics has exploded, but few people realize how sensitive these statistics are to underlying assumptions that usually go unchecked. Paul Mathews will show how a pair of cp and cpk values is just a substitute for an estimate for the fraction defective for a process. Then he will demonstrate the importance of population normality, process stability, the presence of outliers, and sample size in the evaluation of process capability. He will conclude by presenting a simple procedure for validating process capability statistics. (As a matter of full disclosure, Paul will use a simple software tool developed and sold by his company in his demonstration, however, he will grant a free license to anyone who attends and requests it.)

Presentation: “integration of Rectifying Inspection and Quality Cost”
Despite the philosophical changes that have occurred since Six Sigma became so important, most organizations still use some type of acceptance sampling to qualify product. One of the most common forms of acceptance sampling in use is rectifying inspection where incoming lots that pass sample inspection are accepted and lots that fail sample inspection are 100% inspected. All quality engineers are trained in the design and operation of rectifying inspection plans; however, few understand the economics of rectifying inspection.

Paul Mathews will use a series of Excel spreadsheets to demonstrate how to integrate quality cost considerations into rectifying inspection plan design. He will show how to compare the costs associated with a specified rectifying inspection plan to reference plans requiring zero inspection and 100% inspection and he will use these comparisons to identify some general conclusions about rectifying inspection systems.
Speaker:  Paul Mathews describes himself as a physicist by education, an engineer by experience, and a statistician out of necessity. He holds a BS in Physics from Miami University (1981) and an MS in Physics from Case Western Reserve University (1985). He worked at General Electric Lighting (1981-1993) as an arc lamp and optical thin film designer and he was an Assistant Professor at Lakeland Community College (1993-1998) where he was responsible for their Quality Engineering Technology program. Since 1998, he has provided quality engineering and applied statistical training and consulting services for R&D, product, process, and manufacturing engineering organizations through his company Mathews Malnar and Bailey, Inc. He is a member of the American Statistical Association and the American Society for Quality. Paul is an ASQ Certified Quality Engineer and Certified Six Sigma Black Belt and holds ten patents. In 2002 he won the Technical Educator Award from Cleveland Technical Societies Council and in 2003 he received a GE Corporate Recognition award for his service in their Advanced Course in Engineering. Paul is the author of Design of Experiments with MINITAB published by ASQ Quality Press. In his free time, Paul and his wife Kathy race and cruise their sailboat Whitehawk on Lake Erie.
