Pre-Meeting/Technical Session: “Quality System for the Fire Service”
ISO – It may look familiar but to the fire service it describes a company known as “Insurance Services Office”.  They do risk assessment analysis for the insurance industry.  This presentation will explain how Fire Service Organizations are classified and Green Township’s path to a “Class 5” rating which is remarkable for a volunteer township department without a dedicated water system.

Speaker: Todd Baird – Fire Chief – Green Township Volunteer Fire Department.  Todd has been Fire Chief since 2002 and a firefighter for the past 16 years.  He has been employed at GM Lordstown since 1985 serving in several different areas of fabrication and assembly.  He is a 1985 Graduate of South Range High School in Southern Mahoning County and attended Kent State University.
Presentation: Lean Manufacturing And Multisensor Metrology:  Lean manufacturing emphasizes efficiency, providing benefits of reduced production time, reduced scrap, increased productivity, and most importantly, reduced costs. An important part of any manufacturing process is quality control. Although quality systems do not produce parts, they do ensure that the parts that are produced are in specification.  As companies identify bottlenecks in their lean implementations, they need to look at the quality equipment as well. Moving machines around can help, but doing more measurements on those machines can do even more. Multisensor metrology systems use multiple sensor technologies to do more detailed measurements in a single setup than is possible on any single sensor system. Multisensor metrology can make for a lean quality control process that optimizes a company’s lean manufacturing processes.
Speaker:  Mr. William Gilman is Vice President for North American Sales at Optical Gaging Products, Inc. (OGP) of Rochester, NY. He is a thirty-year veteran at OGP, where he has held positions in engineering, sales, marketing, and management. He has an AAS in Optical Technology from Monroe Community College, a BS in Optics from the University of Rochester, and an MBA from the Rochester Institute of Technology. To relax, he enjoys being the Vice President of the Astronomy Section of the Rochester Academy of Science.
