5:00 – 6:00 PM  Pre-Meeting Technical:   The first presentation is titled Design of Experiments on the Back of an Envelope (DOE on BOE). This session is for people who have no prior knowledge of DOE methodologies, or want a simple method for doing and analyzing full factorial experiments in the field without software and from memory. We will review the DOE method, how to setup and analyze a range of experiments, and if we write fairly small it all can be done on the back of one envelope, otherwise perhaps two.

Brief Bio - ASQ: David E. Brown 
Dave Brown, BSME, MBA, ASQ CQE, CRE, CCT, is a Senior Member and the 2005-6 Chair of ASQ Cleveland Section 800. He has presented numerous papers and seminars on statistics, experimentation and M/S Excel. He has been employed in industry since 1962, holding positions from draftsman, tool engineer, machine designer, senior product engineer, to manager, director, vice president of engineering. He holds 10 U.S. and 5 foreign patents, authored several publications, has taught math, physics, SPC / SQC, Excel, ANOVA and DOE at the community college level, and conducted numerous seminars for educational and industrial organizations. He is author of the Math and Statistics sections of the ASQ Metrology Handbook and the math tools provided in the CD for this text. He leads a consulting practice that focuses on fluid device and systems engineering for OEMs, and also an Excel developer of statistics and design engineering tools distributed through his business, the READ groups, inc. He is a Senior member of ISA (ISA Fellow, and two times past Director of the Process Measurement and Control Division), and an active member of several ASTM committees.

Presentation at 7:00 PM This session builds on Part 1, where we will use what we learned to do an actual, rather fun, experiment. We’ll use a simple spreadsheet tool to speed up data capture and enable group presentation of results. Hands-on team experimenting will be part of this session.
