5:00 – 6:00 PM  Pre-Meeting Technical:   The first topic this season is “Gage R&R for Destructive Tests”, presented by Doug Sewell.  Learn how to calculate Gage R&R when individual part characteristic measurements cannot be repeated, such as mechanical properties tests (tensile strength, yield strength) on materials.  Another example is spot weld break tests used to verify weld integrity.  Topics include:

· Measurement system adequacy, in general

· Data sources, or how good are the numbers

· What the customer wants versus the performance of your measurement systems

· Standard gage R&R calculations

Doug Sewell is an independent consultant with over 40 years experience in quality systems and performance improvement.  He is an ASQ CQMgr and CQE.
